Every single one of them denied Him when He was captured. After all the hullabaloo, one of 

Jesus’ boys even committed suicide!

Eventually, the deposit of real ministry in those men was stirred up. Those same 11 men stood in 

the knowledge of who they were in Him and with that knowledge they shook and shaped the 

known world. Man of God, don’t judge after the way things appear. Judge righteous judgment by 

trusting in the ability and potency of God’s Word.  

The message has already worked in that it has raised Jesus from the dead. That Same message on 

your lips will work miracles in your hearers, strengthen their resolve and bring forth fruit for 

God’s glory. Stay in there! 

The pure gospel is not for the lily-livered. It is a marathon. We don't back out, cave in, give up or 

rollover. Stay in the Word and be unapologetic about the finished works of Christ and keep 

contending earnestly for it. 

Looking Unto Jesus 

I have come to this cogent conclusion with the help of the Spirit that man does not want the truth. 

He will love you, praise you, bless you, support you, honour you, help you, cherish you, love
